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This Agreement acknowledges the partnership between United Way of Greater Rochester, Inc. and Agency Name in addressing and preventing our community’s most pressing social needs. It is based on principles of mutual respect, cooperation, inclusiveness, transparency, high standards and accountability. 

The United Way and Agency Name commit to: 

1. Acting as a responsible steward of community investment funds.

2. A partnership in which we are responsible to each other and the community we jointly serve.

3. Building a strong, collaborative, respectful relationship by communicating openly, honestly and often. 

4. Informing the other promptly of circumstances likely to affect its ability to fulfill commitments to each other or which might reasonably be expected to be of interest or concern to the other party. 

5. Working cooperatively with other agencies in meeting needs of the community, avoiding duplication of services, and promoting high standards of efficiency and effectiveness.

6. Compliance with laws and reporting requirements for 501(c)(3) organizations, including the Patriot Act. 

7. Inclusiveness and non-discriminatory practices.

8. Infusing the Rochester-Monroe Anti-Poverty Initiative Principles related to addressing structural racism, poverty-induced trauma, and community building in our work.

9. Making a measurable difference in our community through strategies defined by the Community Fund Blueprint for Change. 

10. Demonstrating public support of the partnership.

11. Responding to inquiries and sharing openly, and fully disclosing pertinent information. 

12. Recognizing the contributions of members of organized labor to the success of our annual campaign and avoid contracting which results in union positions being replaced by non-union employees.

13. Honoring this agreement during the investment period: August 1, 2016 – July 31, 2019. 

The United Way commits to:

1. Conducting a campaign with the goal of maximizing Community Fund resources.

2. Promoting the Community Fund as the best way to address our community’s human care challenges while respecting the donor’s right to choose the recipient of their gift. 

3. Striving to increase the public’s understanding of United Way’s work and the role that partners play in it through year-round communication. 

4. Annually advising the Partner Agency of their community investment grant amount and making timely and regular payments during the investment year. 

5. Evaluating and improving the community investment Blueprint for Change strategies to achieve the best possible results. 

6. Clearly communicating funded program expectations including reporting requirements and due dates, communication standards, data entry requirements, and other United Way policies.  

7. Maintaining the confidentiality of sensitive information provided by Partner Agencies.

The Agency Name commits to:

1. Delivering the expected results for the agency’s funded program(s) within the approved budget.

2. Complying with all funded program expectations and policies, including submission of timely and accurate reports and participating in Blueprint Strategy efforts.

3. Conducting a workplace campaign and encouraging board members to do the same. 

4. Recognizing the United Way as a funding partner on marketing materials. 

Failure to comply with the terms of this agreement and United Way policies can lead to suspension of payment or termination of the grant.
